Bethlehem Lutheran Church Council Meeting
January 18, 2016
The first church council meeting of the new year was held on Monday January 18, 2016, and President Kenr
Freytag called the meeting to order. Pastor Terry Courter referenced the synod visit yesterday of Pastor Mar
Miller, and this began the devotional time of the meeting. A cowsndimitted faith question was the basis for
the discussion: Als the ELCA going in the right
ings and prayer.

The roll call of 12 members was taken. A motion to forego the reading of the December 2015 church cou
cil meeting minutes and to accept them as printed iB&aeonwas made by Lucas Durham. Fred Bockelman
seconded the motion, and the motion passed.

Sue Garmyn presented the churchoés financi al i nf
from a repairs account into a water damage account for the carpet cleaning in the church basement. She col
mented that she will begin taking the parsonage insurance expenses from the parsonage fund. She mention
two deliveries of propane so far, and she noted that the 2015 general fund revenue was higher than the prev
ous year. Sue also stated that the Finance Committee had met recently to review the documentation of fi-
nances, and later she commented on the savings of over $800 in copy paper use for this year compared to |;
year. A motion by Tom Behnfeldt and a second by

Pastor Terry began his report with a plan for the council to meet in March 2016 to focus on visioning.
Where do we see our church in 5 years? 10 years? He noted that the average worship attendance is increas
(2013 = 140, 2014 = 160, 2015 = 165), and he appreciates the steady pace of visitors each month. He notec
giving of the congregation towards the end of 2015, as the general fund finished in the black.

is going well. They will continue to check the pews for cards and pencils for upcoming Communion opportu-
nities. Additionally, they will be helping with the ballots for the annual meeting and assisting to find another
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person for the Altar Care Committee.

The trustees reported that certain items on the agenda are waiting for spring/summer weather: patch/rep:
of driveways at church and the parsonage, as well as painting the school house. It was later mentioned to in:
clude the painting of the Mission Festival stand on thdadist. The light on the church marquee has been
replaced. Work continues on the builgd of the water levee, and light fixtures for the parsonage will be re-
placed. The entire library has been moved from the church basement to the north wing. Some excess items
have also accumulated in the north wing, and these will need to find a new home. Many thanks were extend
to the trustees for their efforts, especially for helping when the manger scene blew over. The trustees will als
be checking on the lawn mower for any upcoming service needs.

The elders are continuing to work on contact information for inactive members and to help correct some ¢
the information on the addresses and phone numbers of church members in our database.

Presidenelect Kenny Wiechers commented that the typing of the proposed constitutional changes is un-
derway, and he is hopeful for a February 2016 review. A question was asked about the possibility of placing
the names of any ogping council members on the ballot, in order to continue serving in the same capacity. It
was explained that, as the constitution now stands, only the treasurer position can be filled consecutively by
the same person.

Underold business President Kenny Freytag will contact Bruce Hesterman about the details for the pres-
entation at the annual meeting about the information concerning the proposed wing monitor.

In the church directory update, final pictures are being gathered, and a possible theme has been propose
Format and cover choices are being discussed. An accurate updated roster will be needed before the rough
draft of the church directory can be submitted.

The synod rep visit occurred yesterday, and the move of the library is now complete.

A potential Mission Festival 2016 speaker has been contacted, but a final answer has not been received,
of yet.

From the November 2015 council meeting, various health items, such as a stethoscope, AED (automatic
external defibrillator), and possibly a blood pressure cuff were all discussed. Grants from a local fire depart-
ment have been explored, but these will not be possible. It was noted that training will be required for the
AED, and there may be a need for more than one AED (different levels of the church building). No action wa
taken.

A final old business item was the mention of advertising for the Christmas season services.

The salary discussions for the office administrator (Dana Hahn), the Youth Director (Kristy Helberg), and
Pastor Terry were part of the next agenda item.

Fred Bockelman sec-
onded the motion, and the motion passed.

With input from the Youth Ministry Team and their evaluations of Kristy, various rankings and ratings
were explained to the council. With Kristy out of the room, her goals and accomplishments were further dis-
cussed. Pastor Terry included information about synod guidelines for a youth director with 8 years of experi-
ence. Michelle Helberg made a motion to recommend to the congregation that Kristy Helberg should receive
5% raise. This motion was seconded by Lucas Durham, and the motion passed.

Pastor Terry next left the room for the council discussion of his pay package. Treasurer Sue Garmyn dis-
tributed information concerning synod guidelines regarding housing allowances, base salary information, anc
other benefits. Previously, the Mutual Ministry Team provided input as to thgoiog time spent with Pas-
tor Terry. The executive committee also met prior to this evening to review all of the accumulated informatior
On a motion by Fred Bockelman and seconded by Greg Bostelman, it was decided to recommend to the cor
gregation that Pastor Terry would move to step 7 olReommended 2016 Clergy Salary Guidelines for the
Northwestern Ohio Synod ELCAs presented.
